East Coast Florida Native Landscape

Less than 100 years ago our barrier island was covered in native landscape that supported our coastal habitat. In 100 years,
much of Cocoa Beach was covered by pavement & buildings (42%); much of the rest was planted with lawn, ornamental
and often invasive plants. This Iandscape does not support the ecosystem that existed for thousands of years.

Replanting our native landscape brings back our natural resources and provides food, shelter & nesting for bird and
beneficial insect populations. Our earth is losing pollinators at an alarming rate.

Native plants need no pesticides or fertilizers to thrive, and very little if any additional water. Pesticides & fertilizers are
toxins that disrupt our estuary. Using native Iandscape supports clean waterways.
